Querido padre,

Después de haber sido ordenado sacerdote en 1974 y nombrado monsefior en 1999, ahora estoy
trabajando en mi jubilacion como investigador y defensor de victimas de abuso sexual. He recibido
un informe de una fuente creible de que el Papa Francisco, cuando estaba en Argentina, se
aprovecho y abusoé no de uno, sino de muchos novicios/seminaristas jesuitas.

En los Estados Unidos, obispos, sacerdotes, e incluso seminaristas sabian durante afos, pero
mantuvieron la boca cerrada, sobre cémo el cardenal Theodore McCarrick se aprovechaba de los
jévenes sacerdotes y seminaristas. Sé por experiencia de primera mano que las victimas de
McCarrick hoy se sienten traicionadas por el silencio de la Iglesia y la negativa de sus lideres a
protegerlas.

Asi como muchos obispos y sacerdotes en los Estados Unidos sabian que McCarrick supuestamente
estaba abusando de seminaristas incluso si ellos mismos no lo vieron teniendo relaciones sexuales
con ellos, me inclino a creer que los obispos y sacerdotes en Argentina pueden estar al tanto de las
acusaciones de que Jorge Bergoglio abuso6 de adultos vulnerables (novicios jesuitas, seminaristas,
etc.) y se involucré en un comportamiento homosexual.

In the United States, bishops, priests, and even seminarians knew for years, but kept their mouths
shut, about how Cardinal Theodore McCarrick took advantage of young priests and seminarians. |
know from firsthand experience that McCarrick's victims today feel betrayed by the Church's silence
and its leaders' refusal to protect them.

Just as many bishops and priests in the United States knew that McCarrick was allegedly abusing
seminarians even if they themselves did not see him having sexual relations with them, | am inclined
to believe that bishops and priests in Argentina may be aware of the accusations that Jorge Bergoglio
abused vulnerable adults (Jesuit novices, seminarians, etc.) and engaged in homosexual behavior.

| invite you to write to me if you have any knowledge of the sexual misconduct allegations involving
Bergoglio. As a priest, | will treat your communications as if you were going to confession to me. |
have never betrayed the confidence of any of my sources, as | know how good bishops, priests, and
seminarians have been treated unfairly for breaking the Church's "Code of Silence" and denouncing
what these Argentine abuse victims shared in a cafe in Buenos Aires:
